“Feel the Spirit”

The phrase “feel the spirit” does not exist in scripture, which is remarkable considering how often we use it.  (The closest we get is 2 Nephi 4:12, Alma 32:28, 3 Nephi 3:5.  The following phrases also do not appear – “feel the Holy Spirit” and “feel the Holy Ghost”.)  This may be a signal to reevaluate and perhaps refine our thinking.

"The Spirit has been strong."  There is no occurrence in scripture where the word strong is used to describe the presence of the Holy Spirit.  In his role as revelator, perhaps in our ongoing service in mortality, it might often be more a matter of if he reveals or confirms a truth, rather than our perception of the intensity of the experience.  His effect is often described as "the still, small voice", which is not usually measured by its intensity but rather by our sensitivity to it, frequently best done in stillness, quiet pondering, and intense reverence.

Our reliance on “feel the Spirit”, even to the point of making up the phrase, reflects the predominance among us for the sentimental over the actual wording of the scriptures. 

· sentimental - Characterized or swayed by sentiment.     Affectedly or extravagantly emotional.  Resulting from or colored by emotion rather than reason or realism.  Appealing to the sentiments ...

Boyd K. Packer - We do not have the words (even the scriptures do not have words) which perfectly describe the Spirit.  The scriptures generally use the word voice, which does not exactly fit.   (That All May Be Edified, p. 335)
[Therefore hear might be a more appropriate word than feel.]
John 10:27 - My sheep hear my voice, and I know them, and they follow me.

Mosiah 26:21 - And he that will hear my voice shall be my sheep.
[If hear eclipses feel, the meaning expands beyond an emotional-type sensation to the awareness of a message received.  In other words, there must be thoughts communicated.]
D&C 50:21-22 - Therefore, why is it that ye cannot understand and know, that he that receiveth the word by the Spirit of truth receiveth it as it is preached by the Spirit of truth?  Wherefore, he that preacheth and he that receiveth, understand one another, and both are edified and rejoice together.  

[The message then must be a truth.  The role of the teacher is not just to create an environment of warmth and goodness but to preach “the word” by “the Spirit of truth”.]  

Joseph Smith - The first Comforter or Holy Ghost has no other effect than pure intelligence.  It is more powerful in expanding the mind, enlightening the understanding, and storing the intellect with present knowledge …  (History of The Church, v. 3, p. 380)
Alma 32:28 - … It must needs be that this is a good seed, or that the word is good, for it beginneth to enlarge my soul; yea, it beginneth to enlighten my understanding … 
[After a lesson a teacher may therefore ask him or herself, “Are the students’ minds expanded?  Has their understanding been enlightened?  Has their knowledge been stored in their intellects?]
D&C 76:12 - By the power of the Spirit our eyes were opened and our understandings were enlightened, so as to see and understand the things of God.
JS-H 1:74 - Our minds being now enlightened, we began to have the scriptures laid open to our understandings, and the true meaning and intention of their more mysterious passages revealed unto us in a manner which we never could attain to previously, nor ever before had thought of.
Holy Ghost as Testator and Revelator
Certainly one of the roles of the Holy Ghost is a comforter.  A concern however is that this aspect receives a focus to the exclusion of his other roles, such as a revelator – or that a revelator is only needed for people seeking an initial testimony of the gospel, not for students in a gospel class.
Joseph Smith - Everlasting covenant was made between three personages before the organization of this earth, and relates to their dispensation of things to men on the earth; these personages, according to Abraham's record, are called God the first, the Creator; God the second, the Redeemer; and God the third, the witness or Testator. (Teachings of the Prophet Joseph Smith, p. 190)

By that quote we could infer that, according to the prophet, the Holy Ghost’s primary role is as a testator.  Other roles:
Joseph Smith - No man can receive the Holy Ghost without receiving revelations.  The Holy Ghost is a revelator. (History of The Church, v. 6, p. 58)   
Joseph Smith - … We believe in [the Holy Ghost] being a comforter and a witness bearer, that it brings things past to our remembrance, leads us into all truth, and shows us of things to come.  (History of The Church, v. 5, p. 27)
[Therefore, if a teacher wants to “get the students to feel the Spirit”, perhaps he or she should focus on what mind-expanding and understanding - enlightening truths he or she will share, to pave the way for which the Holy Spirit will desire to testify.]
Boyd K. Packer - The spiritual part of us and the emotional part of us are so closely linked that it is possible to mistake an emotional impulse for something spiritual.  We occasionally find people who receive what they assume to be spiritual promptings from God, when those promptings are either centered in the emotions or are from the adversary.  (“The Candle of the Lord,” Ensign, Jan 1983, p. 51)
Howard W. Hunter - Let me offer a word of caution on this subject.  I think if we are not careful as professional teachers working in the classroom every day, we may begin to try to counterfeit the true influence of the Spirit of the Lord by unworthy and manipulative means.  I get concerned when it appears that strong emotion or free-flowing tears are equated with the presence of the Spirit.  Certainly the Spirit of the Lord can bring strong emotional feelings, including tears, but that outward manifestation ought not to be confused with the presence of the Spirit itself.    (The Teachings of Howard W. Hunter, p. 184)
“I Just Follow the Spirit”

While visiting a stake president’s office a man saw a book on the president’s shelf titled Counseling: A Guide to Helping Others written by LDS family counselors to help parents and leaders help others through problems such as depression, loneliness, self-esteem, stress, loss, parenting alone, aging and divorce.  The visitor had already read and learned from his own copy of the book, and asked the president if he had read it.  The president replied, “No, I just follow the spirit.”  Likewise we sometimes hear something to the effect of “I didn’t prepare a talk (or a lesson) so I’ll just follow the spirit.”

D&C 11:21 - Seek not to declare my word, but first seek to obtain my word, and then shall your tongue be loosed; then, if you desire, you shall have my Spirit and my word, yea, the power of God unto the convincing of men.
Truman Madsen – "Treasure up in your minds continually the words of life, and it shall be given you in the very hour that portion that shall be meted unto every man." [D&C 84: 85, see also 100:6 and 124:97.]  The last half of that promise is widely quoted in the Church - in the very hour of our need the Lord will give us what we should speak.  But this omits the governing condition, the prior clause:  if you treasure up continually the words of life, then - and the sense of the expression is only if you do this - you will be given in the very hour what you should say.  
Howard W. Hunter - … Truths are learned not just by study or prayer, but by study and prayer.  (The Teachings of Howard W. Hunter, p. 183.)
Quotes from Neal A. Maxwell

(Excerpted from a chapter in his book Moving in His Majesty and Power.)

Experience with revelation naturally has its beginnings and then builds on itself, just as the Prophet Joseph taught:  "A person may profit by noticing the first intimation of the spirit of revelation; for instance, when you feel pure intelligence flowing into you, it may give you sudden strokes of ideas" (Teachings of the Prophet Joseph Smith, p. 151).

Since there are other enticing voices in the world, remember that God entices us to do good, to love Him, and to serve Him. God safeguards this sacred process, so that with increasing experience, we "may know with a perfect knowledge, as the daylight is from the dark night" (Moroni 7:15). (p. 63-64)
We sometimes receive divine directions without detailed explanations. Sometimes, too, after taking much thought and studying things, revelation consists of connecting previously incomplete insights; of an instant, things are crystal clear and "fitly framed together" (Ephesians 2:21).

Very importantly, the Holy Ghost brings needed things to our remembrance, so we should prepare by "treasuring up" precious things in our individual storehouses of memory. All of this can come "into [our] hearts … in the very hour, yea, in the very moment" (D&C 100:5-6).  (p. 65)
Most revelation comes in the following manner: "I will tell you in your mind and in your heart, by the Holy Ghost" (D&C 8:2).  For instance, as we "liken" certain scriptures to ourselves, we must remember both intellect and feeling are involved (1 Nephi 19:23).

When Enos was "struggling in the spirit, … the voice of the Lord came into [his] mind again" (Enos 1:10).  The voice 
of the Spirit need not pass through eardrums; instead, the words go directly to our minds - audibly and distinctly.

In The Hunt for Red October, the defecting Soviet sea captain had to send a signal of intent to the American sub which would not be misunderstood. The sea captain instructed his radar man to send the signal - but "one ping only."  The situation was so delicate, even the slightest mistake could cost lives and start a war.  The Holy Ghost can elect to communicate with precision and brevity - "one ping only" - lest in the mortal cacophony we do not hear simple, divine instructions.  (p. 68)

Presentation Notes
Quiz –

1. When someone says “oh the spirit was so strong!”, what kind of event or type of thing do you imagine the person is talking about?  For example, is it a talk, some sort or meeting, or what?

2. If someone says that about a talk, what kind of thing in the talk do you imagine it was?  In other words, was it a story, or a quote, or an object lesson or what?

3. What’s it like when you feel the spirit?  Describe the effects on you.

4. Is having the spirit an emotional thing?  Why or why not?

5. About how often in the Book of Mormon does it say that “felt” or “feel” the spirit, using either of those two exact words?

Write on the board these three things –

· Peace (from stress conflict)

· Strength 
· Comfort 

Point out that there are real benefits from the Holy Spirit – then suggest that there is another benefit that we don’t often think about but is probably the primary benefit.  And it’s usually more needed from day to day than the items above.

Extra Material
“Invite the spirit” – is yet another common phrase that does not exist in scripture.  Invite and invitation appear seven times in scripture, none of which is about the Holy Ghost.
From the Gospel Principles manual, chapter 7 - 

The Holy Ghost is a member of the Godhead (see 1 John 5:7; D&C 20:28). He is a spirit that has the form and likeness of a man (see D&C 130:22). He can be in only one place at a time, but his influence can be everywhere at the same time.
… How can the influence of the Holy Ghost be in many places at one time? To answer, compare the Holy Ghost to the sun. There is just one sun, but its light and warmth are felt by everyone on earth.

· Testator

· Revelator

· Comforter

· Sanctifier (see Mormon Doctrine, p. 675)
· Teacher

Harold B. Lee - The Savior described six functions of the Holy Ghost. When Christ bade farewell to His disciples before His crucifixion, He told them that if He went, He would pray to the Father that He would give them another Comforter, which is the Holy Ghost, that He might abide with them forever. And then He gave six things that the power of the Comforter, or Holy Ghost, would do when it came. 

· First, He will teach you all things - and, mark you, He personalized the Holy Ghost by saying, "He" - He shall teach you all things; 

· He will bring all things to your remembrance; 

· He shall testify of me; 

· He will guide you into all truth; 

· He will show you things to come; 

· and He will reprove the world of sin. (See John 14:16-27.) (58-01, p. 7)   (The Teachings of Harold B. Lee, p.15.)
David A. Bednar - The Holy Spirit of Promise is the ratifying power of the Holy Ghost. When sealed by the Holy Spirit of Promise, an ordinance, vow, or covenant is binding on earth and in heaven. (See D&C 132:7.)  (“Ye Must Be Born Again”, Conference Report, April 2007)
Richard G. Scott - Scriptures are like packets of light that illuminate our minds and give place to guidance and inspiration from on high ... Pondering a passage of scripture can be a key to unlock revelation and the guidance and inspiration of the Holy Ghost.  (“The Power of Scripture”, Ensign, Nov. 2011.)


Hugh Nibley - Apostates usually become sometimes feverishly active, determined to prove to the world and themselves that it is a fraud after all.  What is that to them?  Apparently it is everything – It will not let them alone.  At the other end of the scale are those who hold no rancor and even retain a sentimental affection for the Church-they just don't believe the gospel.  I know quite a few of them.  But how many of them can leave it alone?  It haunts them all the days of their life.  No one who has ever had a testimony ever forgets or denies that he once did have it - that it was something that really happened to him.  Even for such people who do not have it anymore, a testimony cannot be reduced to an illusion.  (Approaching Zion, p. 155)
“If I can just get them to feel the Spirit.” – perhaps similar to the “feel good generation” with ties to the “me generation”.  The warmth that comes from a feel-good lesson may fade much more quickly than such an instructor may realize.  


Holy Ghost – Body, Future
Franklin D. Richards - Joseph also said that the Holy Ghost is now in a state of probation which if he should perform in righteousness he may pass through the same or a similar course of things that the Son has. (The Words of Joseph Smith, p. 245, quoted in Encyclopedia of Joseph Smith's Teachings, p. 324)     
Joseph Smith - But the Holy Ghost is yet a spiritual body and waiting to take to himself a body, as the Savior did or as God did or the gods before them took bodies; for the Savior says the work that my Father did do I also … He took himself a body and then laid down his life that he might take it up again. (The Words of Joseph Smith, p. 382, quoted in Encyclopedia of Joseph Smith's Teachings, p. 324) 


Joseph Smith - However, the Lord continued to pour out upon us His Holy Spirit, and as often as we had need, He gave us in that moment what to say; so that although unlearned and inexperienced in religious controversies, yet we were able to confound those learned priests of the day; whilst at the same time we were enabled to convince the honest in heart that we had obtained, through the mercy of God, the true and ever lasting Gospel of Jesus Christ … (History of The Church, v. 1, p. 59.)
History of the Church - Before the mission for England under Elders Kimball and Hyde departed, the prophet enjoined them to adhere strictly to the first principles of the Gospel, and say nothing for the present in relation to the gathering; this, doubtless on account of the unsettled condition of the Church at the time. Similar instructions, and for the same reason, were given to the Twelve Apostles in 1839 when they went on their mission to England. But the Saints could not be kept in ignorance of these matters. No sooner were the people baptized than they were seized with a desire to gather with the main body of the Church. The sea captain instructed his radar man to send the signal - but "one ping only."  The situation was so delicate, even the slightest mistake could cost lives and start a war.  The Holy Ghost can elect to communicate with precision and brevity - "one ping only" - lest in the mortal cacophony we do not hear simple, divine instructions.  (p. 68)
Any one of the following reasons, by itself, shows how absolutely vital the Holy Ghost is, and in the aggregate they are overwhelming!

1. Without Him and the baptism by fire, we cannot be saved (see John 3:5).

2. Only by Him and through Him can we really know and truly testify that Jesus is the Christ (see D&C 20:26-27).

3. He quickens "the inner man," helping us to put off the natural man in order to become truly converted (Ephesians 3:16; Moses 6:65).

4. He even gives power to angels to speak - and can do likewise with us (see 2 Nephi 32:3).

5. He knows all things!  (see Moroni 10:5; D&C 35:19).

Clearly, He is not merely a line on an organizational chart or part of a procedural checklist. Nor is He someone with whom we can be content to have merely a nodding acquaintance, or consider an object of periodic contemplation, or reduce to a bumper-sticker.

He is actually involved with all that really matters. If we cultivate this Gift, we access the powers of the universe. No wonder we are to "stir up" and "quench not" that great gift (2 Timothy 1:6; 1 Thessalonians 5:19).  He can be our constant Companion! (see D&C 121:46).  (p. 70-71)
The Comforter

A. What does the title or phrase “the Comforter” mean to you?  Give examples of the circumstances would you be in where you would need the Comforter.

B. Below are all of the passages in the Doctrine and Covenants containing the word “comforter.”  In each passage, highlight the words that apply specifically to the Comforter.
(We focus here primarily on the D&C to be precise about the wording, because the D&C was given in modern times in a modern language.)


1. For, behold, I will bless all those who labor in my vineyard with a mighty blessing, and they shall believe on his words, which are given him through me by the Comforter, which manifesteth that Jesus was crucified by sinful men for the sins of the world, yea, for the remission of sins unto the contrite heart. (D&C 21:9)
2. And thou shalt continue in calling upon God in my name, and writing the things which shall be given thee by the Comforter, and expounding all scriptures unto the church. (D&C 24:5)
3. Behold, I say unto thee, Oliver, that it shall be given unto thee that thou shalt be heard by the church in all things whatsoever thou shalt teach them by the Comforter, concerning the revelations and commandments which I have given. (D&C 28:1)
4. And if thou art led at any time by the Comforter to speak or teach, or at all times by the way of commandment unto the church, thou mayest do it. (D&C 28:4)
5. Go your way whithersoever I will, and it shall be given you by the Comforter what you shall do and whither you shall go. (D&C 31:11)
6. Wherefore, watch over him that his faith fail not, and it shall be given by the Comforter, the Holy Ghost, that knoweth all things. (D&C 35:19)
7. And I will lay my hand upon you by the hand of my servant Sidney Rigdon, and you shall receive my Spirit, the Holy Ghost, even the Comforter, which shall teach you the peaceable things of the kingdom; (D&C 36:2)
8. And this is my gospel—repentance and baptism by water, and then cometh the baptism of fire and the Holy Ghost, even the Comforter, which showeth all things, and teacheth the peaceable things of the kingdom. (D&C 39:6)
9. And as ye shall lift up your voices by the Comforter, ye shall speak and prophesy as seemeth me good; (D&C 42:16)
10. For, behold, the Comforter knoweth all things, and beareth record of the Father and of the Son. (D&C 42:17)
11. Wherefore, it shall be given him, inasmuch as he is faithful, by the Comforter, to write these things. Even so. Amen. (D&C 47:4)
12. To preach my gospel by the Spirit, even the Comforter which was sent forth to teach the truth. (D&C 50:14)
13. Verily I say unto you, he that is ordained of me and sent forth to preach the word of truth by the Comforter, in the Spirit of truth, doth he preach it by the Spirit of truth or some other way? (D&C 50:17)
14. And let them journey from thence preaching the word by the way, saying none other things than that which the prophets and apostles have written, and that which is taught them by the Comforter through the prayer of faith. (D&C 52:9)
15. Calling on the name of the Lord for the Comforter, which shall teach them all things that are expedient for them— (D&C 75:10)
16. Let them ask and they shall receive, knock and it shall be opened unto them, and be made known from on high, even by the Comforter, whither they shall go. (D&C 75:27)
17. And I will send upon him the Comforter, which shall teach him the truth and the way whither he shall go; (D&C 79:2)
18. Wherefore, I now send upon you another Comforter, even upon you my friends, that it may abide in your hearts, even the Holy Spirit of promise; which other Comforter is the same that I promised unto my disciples, as is recorded in the testimony of John. (D&C 88:3)
19. This Comforter is the promise which I give unto you of eternal life, even the glory of the celestial kingdom; (D&C 88:4)
20. For it shall come to pass in that day, that every man shall hear the fulness of the gospel in his own tongue, and in his own language, through those who are ordained unto this power, by the administration of the Comforter, shed forth upon them for the revelation of Jesus Christ. (D&C 90:11)
21. And from time to time, as shall be manifested by the Comforter, receive revelations to unfold the mysteries of the kingdom; (D&C 90:14)
22. Let my servant William Law also receive the keys by which he may ask and receive blessings; let him be humble before me, and be without guile, and he shall receive of my Spirit, even the Comforter, which shall manifest unto him the truth of all things, and shall give him, in the very hour, what he shall say. (D&C 124:97)
23. And I will pray the Father, and he shall give you another Comforter, that he may abide with you for ever; (John 14:16)
24. But the Comforter, which is the Holy Ghost, whom the Father will send in my name, he shall teach you all things, and bring all things to your remembrance, whatsoever I have said unto you. (John 14:26)
25. But when the Comforter is come, whom I will send unto you from the Father, even the Spirit of truth, which proceedeth from the Father, he shall testify of me: (John 15:26)
26. Nevertheless I tell you the truth; It is expedient for you that I go away: for if I go not away, the Comforter will not come unto you; but if I depart, I will send him unto you. (John 16:7)
27. And the remission of sins bringeth meekness, and lowliness of heart; and because of meekness and lowliness of heart cometh the visitation of the Holy Ghost, which Comforter filleth with hope and perfect love, which love endureth by diligence unto prayer, until the end shall come, when all the saints shall dwell with God.
