Amplified Bible - If any of you is deficient in wisdom, let him ask of the giving God [Who gives] to everyone liberally and ungrudgingly, without reproaching or faultfinding, and it will be given him.  Only it must be in faith that he asks with no wavering (no hesitating, no doubting).  For the one who wavers (hesitates, doubts) is like the billowing surge out at sea that is blown hither and thither and tossed by the wind.

It is a "complex emotion made up of mingled feelings of the soul.”  Carlyle says it is "the highest of human feelings.”  If reverence is the highest, then irreverence is the lowest state in which a man can live in the world.
