Will we all look the same 
after this life?

This idea derives from the passage that Jesus is the “express image” of Heavenly Father - 

Hebrews 1:3 - Who being the brightness of his glory, and the express image of his person … (See also 2 Corinthians 4:4, Colossians 1:15)
It is similar to the statements about Adam and Abel –
Joseph Smith - Adam was created in the very fashion, image and likeness of God … (History of The Church, v. 6, p. 305)
D&C 138:40 - Abel, the first martyr, was there, and his brother Seth, one of the mighty ones, who was in the express image of his father, Adam.

Also quoted might be – 

Moroni 7:48 - … That ye may become the sons of God; that when he shall appear we shall be like him.  (See also 1 John 3:2)
Proponents say that we will discern each other by our personalities or by the Holy Spirit, not by our appearance.  However consider the physical characters described in the visions and visitations in the quotes below.

Joseph Smith - [Paul] is about 5 foot high; very dark hair; dark complexion; dark skin; large Roman nose; sharp face; small black eyes, penetrating as eternity; round shoulders; a whining voice, except when elevated, and then it almost resembles the roaring of a lion.  He was a good orator … active and diligent, always employing himself in doing good to his fellowmen.  (History of The Church, v. 5, p. 402)
It could be argued that Joseph’s description was about Paul as a mortal.  Technically however Joseph said “is” in the first sentence then said “was” in the second.

Regarding complexion and eye color, Alexander Neibaur recorded that in the First Vision Joseph Smith said he “saw a personage in the fire, light complexion, blue eyes.”  (Encyclopedia of Joseph Smith's Teachings, p. 269)  

In addition to facial features, there is the issue of height.
Joseph Smith - As concerning the resurrection, I will merely say that all men will come from the grave as they lie down, whether old or young; there will not be "added unto their stature one cubit," neither taken from it; all will be raised by the power of God, having spirit in their bodies, and not blood.  (History of The Church, v. 4, p. 555-556)
Joseph Smith - [Our children] must rise just as they died; we can there hail our lovely infants with the same glory - the same loveliness in the celestial glory, where they all enjoy alike.  They differ in stature, in size, the same glorious spirit gives them the likeness of glory and bloom; the old man with his silvery hairs will glory in bloom and beauty.  No man can describe it to you - no man can write it.  (History of The Church, v. 6, p. 366)
After Joseph’s death, he (Joseph) appeared in the place of Brigham Young.

Orson Hyde – We went among the congregation and President Young went on the stand.  Well, he spoke, and his words went through me like electricity.  "Am I mistaken?" said I, "or is it really the voice of Joseph Smith?" This is my testimony; it was not only the voice of Joseph, but there were the features, the gestures and even the stature of Joseph before us in the person of Brigham.  And though it may be said that President Young is a complete mimic, and can mimic anybody, I would like to see the man who can mimic another in stature who was about four or five inches higher than himself.  Every one in the congregation-every one who was inspired by the Spirit of the Lord-felt it.  They knew it.  They realized it.  (Journal of Discourses, v. 13, p.181)
Joseph was tall compared to Brigham Young.

Robert J. Matthews - I do not know Alvin's exact physical dimensions, but the Smiths were a tall family.  Joseph Smith Sr. was six feet three inches tall; Hyrum and Joseph were six feet; their brother William is said to have been six foot four.  We have every reason to believe that Alvin was therefore also tall and long limbed.  (Selected Writings of Robert J. Matthews, p.135)
Regarding Alvin, Joseph Smith described said -

Joseph Smith – … He was a very handsome man, surpassed by none but Adam and Seth, and of great strength.  (History of The Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints,v.5, p.246-247)
If all men end up looking the same, why would Joseph compare Alvin to just two of them?  If we discern by the personality, why would we hear a different type of voice or see a different size?  
Compare the height of the men of the Smith family to that of Moroni -

Robert J. Woodford - David Whitmer, in 1878, told Joseph F. Smith and Orson Pratt a story that includes three more visits, the fifteenth through seventeenth.  He was traveling with Oliver Cowdery and Joseph Smith to Fayette, to finish the translation when “a very pleasant, nice-looking old man suddenly appeared by the side of our wagon and saluted us with, ‘good morning, it is very warm,’ at the same time wiping his face or forehead with his hand.  We returned the salutation, and, by a sign from Joseph, I invited him to ride if he was going our way.  But he said very pleasantly, ‘No, I am going to Cumorah.’ This name was something new to me, I did not know what Cumorah meant.  We all gazed at him and at each other, and as I looked around enquiringly of Joseph, the old man instantly disappeared, so that I did not see him again.

“Joseph F. Smith: Did you notice his appearance?

“D.  Whitmer: I should think I did.  He was, I should think, about five feet eight or nine inches tall and heavy set, about such a man as James Vancleave there, but heavier; his face was as large; he was dressed in a suit of brown woolen clothes, his hair and beard were white, like Brother Pratt’s, but his beard was not so heavy.  I also remember that he had on his back a sort of knapsack with something in, shaped like a book.  It was the messenger who had the plates, who had taken them from Joseph just prior to our starting from Harmony.  Soon after our arrival home, I saw something which led me to the belief that the plates were placed or concealed in my father’s barn.  I frankly asked Joseph if my supposition was right, and he told me it was.”  (“Book of Mormon Personalities Known by Joseph Smith,” Ensign, Aug 1978, p. 12) 

 Most frequently in visions of the next life when the recipient recognizes a person, the operative word is “looked” or “saw”.
Heber C. Kimball [Regarding Jedediah M. Grant’s vision into the spirit world shortly before President Grand’s death.] – He saw his wife; she was the first person that came to him.  He saw many that he knew, but did not have conversation with any except his wife Caroline.  She came to him, and he said that she looked beautiful and had their little child, that died on the Plains, in her arms … (Journal of Discourses, 4, p.136)
Wilford Woodruff - Joseph Smith continued visiting myself and others up to a certain time, and then it stopped.  The last time I saw him was in heaven.  In the night vision I saw him at the door of the temple in heaven.  He came to me and spoke to me.  He said he could not stop to talk with me because he was in a hurry.  The next man I met was Father Smith; he could not talk with me because he was in a hurry.  I met half a dozen brethren who had held high positions on earth, and none of them could stop to talk with me because they were in a hurry.  I was much astonished.  By and by I saw the Prophet again and I got the privilege of asking him a question.  (The Discourses of Wilford Woodruff, edited by G. Homer Durham, p. 288-289)
There is no indication that the word “saw” is used in any special case that differs from how we use it in this life.  If it was really a case of sensing personalities, we might expect the teller to say something less direct such as became aware of or encountered, or simply phrase the sentence without any such words at all.  As example of alternate wording, Joseph F. Smith used the word perceived in describing an understanding he received -

D&C 138:29 - … I perceived that the Lord went not in person among the wicked …

Elsewhere he used the word perceived, also in relation to recognizing something not fully transmitted by visual sight -

D&C 138:57 - I beheld that the faithful elders of this dispensation , when they depart from mortal life, continue their labors in the preaching of the gospel …

Yet at the beginning of the vision, to behold the vast multitude he uses the word saw -

D&C 138:11 - … My eyes were opened … I saw the hosts of the dead, both small and great.

In verses 38-53, he reports the presence of Adam, Eve, Abel, Noah and others, but does not describe any other tool of recognition than saw in verse 11 with his eyes.  

One major point that proponents of the same-look idea would need to explain is whether women will still look female.  In other words, if the passages on express image are extended to all male children of Heavenly Father, then the likeness must be extended to all daughters also – or the argument does not hold up.  The passages do not mention a heavenly mother.  Perhaps they feel that it is assumed.
Now consider a view of mother Eve –

Zebedee Coltrin - … I noticed that Joseph seemed to have a far off look in his eyes, or was looking at a distance.  Presently he stepped between Brother Cowdery and me, and taking us by the arm said, "Let's take a walk.”     Joseph lay down on the ground on his back and stretched out his arms, and we laid on them.  The heavens gradually opened, and we saw a golden throne, on a circular foundation, and on the throne sat a man and a woman, having white hair and clothed in white garments.  Their heads were white as snow, and their faces shone with immortal youth.  They were the two most beautiful and perfect specimens of mankind I ever saw.  Joseph said, "They are our first parents, Adam and Eve.”  Adam was a large broad shouldered man, and Eve, as a woman, was as large in proportion.  (Encyclopedia of Joseph Smith's Teachings, p. 18)  

Although this can be interpreted that Eve was large in compared to mortal women, it seems more likely to refer to other women in the hereafter or at least women in general.  Said another way, if the look-same view is correct, why not merely state in these accounts something to the effect, “Men and women hereafter are big.”
While these points are not completely solid, the burden of proof is on those who prefer the look-the-same approach.  We cannot find anything in the Ensigns at lds.org or in all the books on the LDS Library 2006 CD-ROM that directly states this assertion.

The Wounds of the Savior

Past –

3 Nephi 11:15 - And it came to pass that the multitude went forth, and thrust their hands into his side, and did feel the prints of the nails in his hands and in his feet; and this they did do, going forth one by one …

Future - 

D&C 45:52 - [Shortly before the Second Coming] Then shall they know that I am the Lord; for I will say unto them: These wounds are the wounds with which I was wounded in the house of my friends. I am he who was lifted up. I am Jesus that was crucified. I am the Son of God.
Is the Savior perfect?  Yes, of course.  

Are his wounds real in the physical sense, or just something we discern by the Sprit?  Physical of course.  
If we are to be like him, will we also have those wounds in our resurrected bodies?  No, of course not.  Those wounds witness which of the Father’s children bore the sins and illnesses for the rest. 



Heber C. Kimball - [Joseph Smith] saw the Twelve going forth, and they appeared to be in a far distant land.  After some time they unexpectedly met together, apparently in great tribulation, their clothes all ragged, and their knees and feet sore.  They formed into a circle, and all stood with their eyes fixed upon the ground.  The Savior appeared and stood in their midst and wept over them, and wanted to show Himself to them, but they did not discover Him.  He (Joseph) saw until they had accomplished their work, and arrived at the gate of the celestial city; there Father Adam stood and opened the gate to them, and as they entered he embraced them one by one and kissed them.  He then led them to the throne of God, and then the Savior embraced each one of them in the presence of God.  He saw that they all had beautiful heads of hair and all looked alike.  The impression this vision left on Brother Joseph's mind was of so acute a nature, that he never could refrain from weeping while rehearsing it.  (Life of Heber C. Kimball by Orson F. Whitney, p. 93-94.)
Truman G. Madsen - This circumstance may give further insight into the phrase Alma used in his familiar set of questions about our spiritual progress: "Is the image of God engraven upon your countenances?" It may also give greater meaning to a favorite story of President David O. McKay's about the great stone face: in the very loving of a countenance one may eventually take on the character of what one loves.  It gives further confirmation of the Prophet's later vision of the Twelve while in Kirtland-a disparate group of men from a variety of backgrounds whom he saw in vision, through their flounderings and struggles, until he saw them glorified.  He saw them welcomed by father Adam, ushered to the throne of God, greeted and embraced by the Master, and then crowned.  "He saw that they all had beautiful heads of hair and all looked alike.”  This should not be pushed to mean that the Twelve had absolutely similar features, but rather that in glory, "in bloom and beauty" - and the Prophet uses the word beauty to describe the glory of a resurrected man as well as of a woman - they were similar.  (Joseph Smith the Prophet , p. 12.  The quote of “looked alike” is from Heber C. Kimball, as told to or recorded by Orson F. Whitney.)
Heber Q. Hale - I immediately recognized President Brigham Young and the Prophet Joseph Smith.  I was surprised to find the former shorter and heavier built than I had pictured him in my mind to be.  On the other hand, I found the latter to be taller than I had expected to find him.  (UoU J. Willard Marriott Library, Special Collections, Collect Number: UU_Accn0287.  See the document “Heavenly Manifestation, Heber Q. Hale.doc for the full version.)
“All Looked Alike,” In a Loose Sense
This section shows that the figure of speech does justify sameness down to the smallest detail.

Improvement Era - The islands are prolific in children.  At the Aquarium, two kindergarten teachers came in with a group of thirty to forty children.  The inquisitive little oogie eyes sparkled with interest.  They all looked alike to me, but those teachers could point out, without effort, the differences between the Chinese, the Japanese, the Koreans, the Filipinos, etc.  (1928)
Improvement Era - She tried to pick Hoppy out of the crowd of players and students that swarmed onto the field, but the players all looked alike in their football gear.  (1955)
Hartman Rector, Jr.  - About this time, guess who came calling!  This time they were mobilized on bicycles, four of them.  On about their second visit the  Mormon  missionaries brought me a book … Well, I never did associate the names and faces of these young fellows.  I only saw them about once every month or two months, and they all looked alike to me anyway.  Same suit, same tie-same tailor, I guess.  (No More Strangers, v.2, p. 45.)
Frank Linderman, Indian Why Stories - The Duck-people had gathered to go away, just as they are doing now.  The buck-deer was coming down from the high ridges to visit friends in the lowlands along the streams as they have always done.  On a lake OLD-man saw the Duck-people getting ready to go away, and at that time they all looked alike; that is, they all wore the same colored clothes.  
What Is Man?  - Sixteen years ago when my children were … memorizing of the accession dates of the thirty-seven personages who had ruled England from the Conqueror down.  These little people found it a bitter, hard contract.  It was all dates, and all looked alike, and they wouldn't stick.
