1. ____ Most churches don’t even believe in pre-mortal life.

2. ____ As spirits in pre-mortality, we were basically “real” people without physical bodies.

17. ____ After final judgment day, everyone but exalted people will be single.

18. ____ In the next life, only those who attain celestial exaltation will even have use of the powers of procreation and live in the family unit.

19. ____ Those who achieve exaltation will actually be making and peopling worlds of their own.

20. ____ Christ will wear red when He comes, representing His blood which was shed for the righteous.

21. ____ The "morning of the first resurrection" refers to people who will be resurrected when Christ comes and who will get celestial glory.

22. ____ There will be no significant differences between the resurrected bodies of celestial people and those of terrestrial and telestial people, because their bodies will all be perfect.

23. ____ No telestial people have been resurrected yet.

24. ____ We don't know how long people will live during the Millennium.

26. ____ Satan will be around, trying to tempt people during the Millennium, but nobody will listen to him.

27. ____ People living during the Millennium will still be mortal.

28. ____ Babies who died before the age of accountability and people born during the Millennium will be tested when Satan is let loose at the end of the Millennium.

29. ____ Christ and the resurrected saints will reign over the earth during the Millennium, but will not necessarily dwell here.

30. ____ Those of us who become gods will use the same plan of salvation for our own spirit children.

31. ____  Those who come to earth lived the gospel in the pre-mortal existence.
Answer Helps
This quiz covers some points that are pretty far “out there”, i.e. not just slightly but well beyond what has been solidly established – and often maybe well beyond what in mortality we are capable of comprehending enough to sensibly ask about.  Even so: “Prove all things; hold fast that which is good.”  (1 Thessalonians 5:21)
Larsens’ note: We have not yet researched the answers as much as we’d like.
Q 1.  Jeremiah 1:5 teaches premortal life, but few, if any, Christian churches teach it nor seem to believe in it as doctrine.  Therefore, you could have answered “true”.  However, if you were thinking in terms of non-Christian religions, many of them believe in a life or lives before this one.  Therefore, you could have answered “false.”

Q 2.  See Abraham 3:18-24.  Too many people don’t realize that we were real thinking, acting, individuals there.

Q 3 & 4. Pre-existent Beginnings and Intelligences

An excellent recap of quotes by church leaders on this is in the book The Life Before by Brent L. Top, chapter 3, “Intelligence or Intelligences?”

Joseph Fielding Smith - ...There is something called intelligence which has always existed.  It is the real eternal part of man, which was not created or made."  (The Progress of Man, p. 10)  

Joseph Smith - The intelligence of spirits had no beginning.  (History of the Church, v. 6, p. 311)  

D&C 93:29 - Man was also in the beginning with God. Intelligence, or the light of truth, was not created or made, neither indeed can be. 

D&C 93:33 - For man is spirit. The elements are eternal, and spirit and element, inseparably connected, receive a fulness of joy.

John A. Widsoe - The eternal ego of man was, in some past age of the other world, dim to us, clothed with a spiritual body.  That was man's spiritual birth and his entrance into the spiritual world.  Then later, on earth ...he will receive a material body.  The term an intelligence is then applied to the eternal ego existing even before the spiritual creation.  In reading Latter-day literature, the two-fold sense in which the terms an intelligence or intelligences are used-applied to spiritual personages or to pre-spiritual entities-must be carefully kept in mind.  (Evidences and Reconciliations, 3:74-77, 1951)
Q 5.  Heavenly Parents Had Resurrected Bodies 

D&C 130:22 - The Father has a body of flesh and bones as tangible as man's.

Elaine Anderson Cannon - In 1909 the First Presidency, under Joseph F. Smith, issued a statement on the origin of man that teaches that "man, as a spirit, was begotten and born of heavenly parents, and reared to maturity in the eternal mansions of the Father," as an "offspring of celestial parentage," and further teaches that "all men and women are in the similitude of the universal Father and Mother, and are literally the sons and daughters of Deity" (Smith, pp. 199-205). …Today the belief in a living Mother in Heaven is implicit [implied] in Latter-day Saint thought. Though the scriptures contain only hints, statements from presidents of the church over the years indicate that human beings have a Heavenly Mother as well as a Heavenly Father. (Encyclopedia of Mormonism, p. 961.  See also Hymn 292.)
Unknown if they were resurrected.  

Q 6.  Resurrected Bodies Produce Spirit Offspring

The First Presidency and the Council of the Twelve - So far as the stages of eternal progression and attainment have been made known through divine revelation, we are to understand that only resurrected and glorified beings can become parents of spirit offspring. Only such exalted souls have reached maturity in the appointed course of eternal life; and the spirits born to them in the eternal worlds will pass in due sequence through the several stages or estates by which the glorified parents have attained exaltation. (Improvement Era, Aug. 1916, p. 934-42)
This could be either True or False, depending on how technical you get.  It is true, in a general sense, that resurrected bodies produce spirit offspring (see 5, above), however, only those in the highest degree of the celestial kingdom will use the powers of procreation to bring forth spirit children . (See D&C 131:1-4.)  Joseph Fielding Smith taught, "Some of the functions in the celestial body will not appear in the terrestrial body, neither in the telestial body, and the power of procreation will be removed."  (Doctrines of Salvation, v. 2, p. 288)
Q 7.  Acts 17:28-29 says “...we are also his offspring...we are the offspring of God,”  

President Joseph F. Smith, John R. Winder and Anthon H. Lund, as the First Presidency, said, "All men and women are in the similitude of the universal Father and Mother, and are literally the sons and daughters of Deity."  (Messages of the First Presidency, Clark, 4:203)  

Bruce R. McConkie - All men were first born in pre-existence as the literal spirit offspring of God our Heavenly Father...by the ordained procreative process our exalted and immortal Father begat his spirit progeny in pre-existence...when the spirit children of the Father pass from his presence into this mortal sphere, a mortal birth results.  Again by the ordained procreative process a body is provided... (Mormon Doctrine, “Birth”, p. 84)
“Man, as a spirit, was begotten and born of heavenly parents, and reared to maturity in the eternal mansions of the Father, prior to coming upon the earth.”  (The First Presidency, Heber J. Grant and counselors, “The Mormon View of Evolution”, Improvement Era, September, 1925.)
This is one reason why chastity is so sacred.  It is the power to bring forth life, and must be used responsibly.  This earth-life will be the first and last time many people get to use the powers of procreation.

Q 8.  See number 3, above.  If you want to be very technical, you could say "True", in the sense that spirit is actual matter (D&C 131:7-8) and so the matter from which your spirit body was created has always existed.

Q 9.  D&C 131:7 & 8

Q 10.  This seems to be a rumor that has been around for a long time.  It is not documented by authoritative sources, and therefore must be considered false.  This rumor may come from peoples' interpretation of scriptures such as Isaiah 14:12 where Satan is referred to as "son  of the morning".  D&C 76:26 refers to him as "a" son of the morning, not "the" son of the morning.  Or, people might be reading Abraham 3:28 where it says "the second (Satan) was angry,..." meaning the second one to volunteer to be our Redeemer, not the second one born.  So, we don't know when Satan was born into the premortal spirit world.

Q 11.  We know that we developed at different rates.  The Savior is our Elder Brother and is far ahead of us.  Also, obvious differences show up in us as we come through the veil into mortality.  (See also Abraham 3:19 and 22, and Alma 13.)
Q 12.  "There were no neutrals in the war in heaven.  All took sides either with Christ or with Satan."  (Doctrines of Salvation, by Joseph Fielding Smith, v. 1, p. 66)   Obviously, some may have taken longer to make up their minds whom to follow, but ultimately, all had to choose.

Q 13.  In “The Family: A Proclamation to the World, September 23, 1995, The First Presidency and Quorum of the Twelve said, “all human beings–male and female–are created in the image of God.  Each is a beloved spirit son or daughter of heavenly parents...”  Also, the First Presidency taught, "All men and women are in the similitude of the universal Father and Mother, and are literally the sons and daughters of Deity."  (Clark, Messages of the First Presidency, v. 4, p. 203)  "These spirit beings, the offspring of exalted parents, were men and women, appearing in all respects as mortal persons do, excepting only that their spirit bodies were made of a more pure and refined substance that the elements from which mortal bodies are made.  (Mormon Doctrine, p. 589.   See also 1 Nephi 11:11, Ether 3:16 etc.) 

Q 14.  Babies Have Full-Grown Spirits?

Orson Pratt - A great many people have supposed that the spirit which exists in the tabernacle, for instance, of an infant, is of the same size as the infant tabernacle when it enters therein. No one will dispute that it is of the same size when it is enclosed therein; but how large was the spirit before it entered the tabernacle? Was it a full grown male or female spirit, or was it a little infant spirit in its pre-existent state?  We have no account that I know of, in any revelation which God has given, of any infant spirit coming from the eternal worlds to take infant bodies; but we have an opposite account in the revelations which God has given; for if we turn to the Book of Ether we shall find that the Lord Jesus, who was one of these spirits, and the first-born of the whole family, was a personage like unto a man, without flesh, blood or bones, but a full-grown spirit, thousands of years before he came to take his infant tabernacle. Is it so recorded in the Book of Ether? Yes. (Journal of Discourses, v. 16, p. 334)
Joseph F. Smith - ... The Spirit of Jesus Christ was full-grown before he was born into the world; and so our children were full-grown and possessed their full stature in the spirit, before they entered mortality, the same stature that they will possess after they have passed away from mortality, and as they will also appear after the resurrection, when they shall have completed their mission.  (Gospel Doctrine, p. 455.
Q 15.  "If you see one of your children that has passed away it may appear to you in the form in which you would recognize it, the form of childhood; but if it came to you as a messenger bearing some important truth, it would perhaps come as the spirit of Bishop Edward Hunter's son (who died when a little child) came to him, in the stature of full-grown manhood, and revealed himself to his father, and said:  "I am your son." (Joseph F. Smith, Gospel Doctrine, p. 455)
Q 16.  "...the mortal estate in which we find ourselves is absolutely necessary to our exaltation." (Joseph Fielding Smith, Doctrines of Salvation, v. 1, p. 91)
Q 17.  See D&C 131:1-4; 132:16-17.  Joseph Fielding Smith said, referring to those who go to the terrestrial and telestial kingdoms, "In both of these kingdoms there will be changes in the bodies and limitations.  They will not have the power of increase, neither the power or nature to live as husbands and wives, for this will be denied them and they cannot increase.  Those who receive the exaltation in the celestial kingdom will have the 'continuation of the seeds forever'.  (D&C 132:19)  They will live in the family relationship.  In the terrestrial and in the telestial kingdoms there will be no marriage.  Those who enter there will remain 'separately and singly' forever."  (Doctrines of Salvation, v. 2, p. 287)
Q 18.  "Some will gain celestial bodies with all the powers of exaltation and eternal increase."  Referring to terrestrial and telestial kingdoms, "there will be changes in the bodies and limitations.  They will not have the power of increase, neither the power or nature to live as husbands and wives, for this will be denied them and they cannot increase."  (Doctrines of Salvation, v. 2, p. 287.  See also D&C 131:1-4)
Q 19.  D&C 132:20 and 22.  See also Brigham Young,  as follows:  "After men have got their exaltations and their crowns-have become Gods...they have the power then of propagating their species in spirit; and that is the first of their operations with regard to organizing a world."  (Journal of Discourses, v. 6, p. 275) 

Q 20.  He will wear red (Isaiah 63:2; D&C 133:48), but it will represent the blood of the wicked (D&C 133:51) who will be destroyed at His coming.

Q 21. This is not a scriptural term, but it is used in modern LDS vocabulary, especially in patriarchal blessings.  "Those being resurrected with celestial bodies, whose destiny is to inherit a celestial kingdom, will come forth in the 'morning' of the first resurrection."  (Mormon Doctrine, p. 640)  The answer is "True" for the righteous who have already died by the time Christ comes.  It is "False" for the righteous who are still living when He comes.  They will be taken up to meet Him (D&C 88:96) and will then continue to live on earth until their time is up, then they will be resurrected as part of the "Morning of the first resurrection" or celestial resurrection. 

Q 22.  "In the resurrection there will be different kinds of bodies; they will not all be alike.  The body a man receives will determine his place hereafter.  There will be celestial bodies, terrestrial bodies, and telestial bodies, and these bodies will differ..."  (Doctrines of Salvation, by Joseph Fielding Smith, v. 2, p. 286.  See 1 Corinthians 15:39-42; D&C 88:28-32.  See also answers # 29 & 30, above.)  

Q 23.  Telestial people will not be resurrected until the end of the Millennium.  (D&C 88:100-101)
Q 24.  Isaiah 65:20 says people will live to be 100 years old.  Joseph Fielding Smith, speaking of life during the Millennium, said,  "A change, nevertheless, will come over all who remain on the earth; they will be quickened so that they will not be subject unto death until they are old. Men shall die when they are one hundred years of age," (The Way to Perfection, pp. 298–99.  See also Doctrines of the Gospel Student Manual, p. 104)
Q 25.  Depends on how specific you are thinking.  Obviously, at the beginning of the Millennium, there will be no wicked, because they will have been destroyed.  The Millennium will be a time of peace.  However, Isaiah 65:20 indicates that there will be an occasional sinner during the Millennium who will be accursed at the end of his 100 years.

Q 26.  "President Joseph Fielding Smith taught concerning the binding of an:  'There are many among us who teach that the binding of Satan will be merely the binding which those dwelling on the earth will place upon him by their refusal to hear his enticings.  This is not so.  He will not have the privilege during that period of time to tempt any man.  (D&C 101:28. Church History and Modern Revelation, v. 1, p. 192.  See also Religion 324-325, D&C Student Manual, p. 89.)
Q 27. "Physical bodies of those living on earth during the millennium will not be subject to the same ills that attend us in our present sphere of existence.  Men in that day will still be mortal...But their bodies will be changed from conditions as they now exist so that disease cannot attack them, and death as we know it cannot intervene to cause a separation of body and spirit."  (Mormon Doctrine, p. 497-498)
Q 28.  Babies Tested At End Of Millennium

D&C 137:10 - And I also beheld that all children who die before they arrive at the years of accountability are saved in the celestial kingdom of heaven. 

Isaiah 65:20 - There shall be no more thence an infant of days, nor an old man that hath not filled his days: for the child shall die an hundred years old; but the sinner being an hundred years old shall be accursed.

Joseph Fielding Smith - Children Never To Be Tempted. Satan will be loosed to gather his forces after the millennium. The people who will be tempted, will be people living on this earth, and they will have every opportunity to accept the gospel or reject it. Satan will have nothing to do whatever with little children, or grown people who have received their resurrection and entered into the celestial kingdom.  Satan cannot tempt little children in this life, nor in the spirit world, nor after their resurrection. Little children who die before reaching the years of accountability will not be tempted; those born during the millennium, when Satan is bound and cannot tempt them, "shall grow up without sin unto salvation." (Doctrines of Salvation, v. 2, p. 57)
Q 29.  Joseph Smith - ...Christ and the resurrected Saints will reign over the earth during the thousand years.  They will not probably dwell upon the earth, but will visit it when they please, or when it is necessary to govern it.  (Teachings of the Prophet Joseph Smith, p. 268)
Q 30.  First Presidency - … Only resurrected and glorified beings can become parents of spirit offspring.  Only such exalted souls have reached maturity in the appointed course of eternal life; and the spirits born to them in the eternal worlds will pass in due sequence through the several stages or estates by which the glorified parents have attained exaltation.”  (First Presidency Statement, Improvement Era, August 1916, p. 942)
Q 31.  If “gospel” is faith, repentance and baptism and relying on the Savior’s atonement, then no.  If “gospel” is truth or Heavenly Father’s plan then yes.
