The Sermon on the Mount 
& the Sermon at the Temple
John W. Welch - Ever since the publication of the Book of Mormon, one of the standard criticisms raised by those seeking to discredit the book has been the assertion that it plagiarizes the King James Version of the Bible, and the chief instance of alleged plagiarism is the Sermon on the Mount in 3 Nephi 12-14.  Mark Twain quipped that the Book of Mormon contains passages "smooched from the New Testament, and no credit given."  Reverend M. T. Lamb, who characterized the Book of Mormon as "verbose, blundering and stupid," viewed 3 Nephi 11-18 as a mere duplication of the Sermon on the Mount "word for word," and saw "no excuse for this lack of originality and constant repetition of the Bible," for "we have all such passages already in the [Bible], and God never does unnecessary things."  "Careful examination proves it to be an unprincipled plagiarist."  (The Sermon at the Temple and the Sermon on the Mount: A Latter-day Saint Approach, p. 91.)

[Teachers’ note: As part of our disregard for the Book of Mormon in times past we have been unable to properly answer the critics.]

Ezra Taft Benson - Some of the early missionaries, on returning home, were reproved by the Lord in section 84 of the Doctrine and Covenants because they had treated lightly the Book of Mormon.  As a result, their minds had been darkened. The Lord said that this kind of treatment of the Book of Mormon brought the whole Church under condemnation, even all of the children of Zion.  And then the Lord said, 'And they shall remain under this condemnation until they repent and remember the new covenant, even the Book of Mormon. (See D&C 84:54-57)  Are we still under that condemnation? (Ensign, May 1975, p. 65. In General Conference, April 1986, he added, “The Book of Mormon has not yet, nor is yet the center of our personal study, and our preaching and our missionary work, and of that we must repent.")
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Observations by Dr. Krister Stendahl
In the Matthew Sermon Jesus is pictured only as a teacher of righteousness, basing His teaching on the law.  In 3rd Nephi the admonitions become His new commandment.  A good example is almsgiving in Matthew 6:1 and 3 Nephi 13:1.  The 3rd Nephi account is a commandment from Jesus, "Verily, verily, I say..."  Another is, "Therefore those things which were of old time, which were under the law, in me are all fulfilled." (3 Nephi 12:46)  The phrase in Matthew of how Jesus "taught them as one having authority" is missing, but the theme is expanded into a whole chapter (3 Nephi 15).

Everywhere else in the Book of Mormon there is a great fascination with geography.  "In 3rd Nephi, however, the tendency is in the opposite direction.  Specifics like Jerusalem, temple, and altar are gone. This makes His message more universal.”

3rd Nephi is very much like the Gospel of John.  Every symbol, every image that occurs about the kingdom is transposed into an image for Jesus.  There is a constant emphasis on "I am the Way, I am the Life", etc.

"There are 19 ‘verily’ and 25 ‘verily, verily’ in 3rd Nephi (and very few in the rest of the Book of Mormon).  By this stylistic device the teaching of Jesus is actually changed from moral and religious teaching into proclamation and explicit revelation of divine truth.  The whole speech has thereby changed its character."

3rd Nephi has more of an emphasis on believing in Jesus and his words.  "...one of the persistent differences" is that the people are “clearly and totally centered around the importance of coming unto Jesus and believing in him.”

[The Book of Mormon] adds "even as I" to the phrase "be ye therefore perfect, even as your Father which is in heaven is perfect."

Matthew 5:6 says "Blessed are those who hunger and thirst for righteousness, for they shall be filled."  3rd Nephi adds "filled with the Holy Spirit."

3rd Nephi is preoccupied with understanding the relation between the Mosiac law and the new order.  Matt 5:17 says, "I am not come to destroy but to fulfill" whereas 3rd Nephi reads "but in me it hath been fulfilled."  Matthew also speaks in future terms, "till all be fulfilled." 

The relation of 3rd Nephi to Matthew is one of beautifying, clarifying, and updating.  Matthew 5:23-24 versus 3 Nephi 12:23-24 is a good example.  Bringing "thy gift to the altar" is replaced in 3rd Nephi with "come unto me, or desire to come unto me ... with full purpose of heart."

Matthew 5:27-30 is drastically different from 3 Nephi 12:29-30.  There is no "plucking out thy right eye."  In 3rd Nephi no specific offense is mentioned; and the graphic and suggestive teaching is replaced by reference to a commandment and is recast in generalized and Christianized form."

The difference between Matthew 5:20 and 3 Nephi 12:20 is most striking - "come unto me", "saved", "verily", "keep", "my commandments", "this time".  The New Testament does not specifically speak of "being saved …” 

The material above is from Krister Stendahl’s chapter in Reflections on Mormonism, p.139-154.  Dr. Stendahl was a world authority on the Book of Matthew and the Dead Sea Scrolls.  Dr. Stendahl served as Dean of the Harvard Divinity School for eleven years. He was Professor of Divinity Emeritus at Harvard and Bishop Emeritus of his native Church of Sweden (Lutheran).  An internationally recognized Biblical scholar, and although not LDS, he saw "the Book of Mormon to be an exponent of one of the striking tendencies in [ancient documents]. I refer to the hunger for further revelation, the insatiable hunger for knowing more than has been revealed so far."  He has also written articles on baptism for the dead in the early Christian church.  In 1985 he toured the LDS temple in Västerhaninge, Sweden before its dedication.  He appeared in the LDS video Between Heaven and Earth. He passed away in 2008. http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Krister_Stendahl
The Setting for the Sermon on the Mount

Catherine Thomas - The Greek text of Matthew describes Jesus ascending the mountain, where he delivered the Sermon on the Mount. This mountain evokes another ancient mountain from the Old Testament: Mount Sinai, where Jehovah delivered the great law to Moses. The allusion is no accident. Jehovah had again ascended a mount from which he would deliver another law. Allusions from the Old Testament permeate his address and illuminate his message. Especially important to a grasp of this discourse is an understanding of the relationship of the law of Moses to the law of the gospel, which Jehovah had come to earth to institute. The major themes of the address, then, are Jesus' authority to deliver the new law and the means by which one may come to the Savior through that law.

The Beatitudes, or the "Blesseds," form the introduction to the sermon and foreshadow its major themes. One definition of the word blessed (makarios in Greek) means "privileged to receive divine favor."  It could be retranslated as "Oh, the happiness of."  The word signifies a state of true well-being. As the first word in the address, it signals a theme and a promise.  Mary used a form of this word when she exclaimed, "All generations shall call me blessed." (Luke 1:48)  Blessed occurs several times in the Old Testament, especially in Psalms, where again it is the first word. Thus the word was not new to Jesus' Jewish audience and indeed bore with it an intensified meaning because of its Old Testament use.  (From her chapter in Studies in Scripture, Vol. 5: The Gospels, p. 236)
Selected Morsels

The Lord’s Prayer  (Matthew 6:9-13 / 3 Nephi 13:9-23)
John W. Welch – … There was no need in Bountiful for Jesus to instruct the people to pray, "Thy kingdom come" (Matthew 6:10), a phrase missing from the Lord's Prayer in the Sermon at the Temple (see 3 Nephi 13:9-13), for God's Kingdom had already come both in heaven through Christ's victory over death and on earth that day in their midst.  (The Sermon at the Temple and the Sermon on the Mount: A Latter-day Saint Approach, p. 95)
John W. Welch - The petition for bread [in Matthew but not in 3 Nephi] may be understood in the following ways.  It may refer to physical bread, for Jesus recognized the need of the body for food when he fed the multitudes.  But a deeper meaning is based on our knowledge that Jesus is the bread of life. The bread is called daily bread, but the Greek [version] may also be translated eternal or future bread.  Thus the prayer may also ask that the substance of eternal life might be in our midst today; in other words, it is a request that revelation of the word of God, like spiritual manna from heaven, will be found among us each day. (“The Lord’s Prayers,” Ensign, Jan. 1976, p. 15)
Salt  (Matthew 5:13, 3 Nephi 12:13)
See the footnote for Matthew 5:13.
Catherine Thomas - Mark 9:49-50 contributes meaning to this verse: "For every one shall be salted with fire, and every sacrifice shall be salted with salt. Salt is good: but if the salt have lost his saltness, wherewith will ye season it? Have salt in yourselves, and have peace one with another." Both salt and fire were used in the offering of sacrifices in the temple. Salt, a preservative, represented the covenant between God and Israel. (Lev. 2:13; Num. 18:19) The priest kept the fire burning on the altar in the temple, symbolizing the perpetual "covenant which made the ordinance of sacrifice efficacious." Salt, like fire, is also a purifier. With the illustrations of salt and light, ideas that may at first seem random, the Lord turned to the theme of men making themselves sacrifices to God. He linked personal sacrifice and purification with peace: when one purifies himself, he has peace with others. Sustained peace is never an accident, but always a triumph of spiritual principle. (From her chapter in Studies in Scripture, Vol. 5: The Gospels, p. 239)

[Teachers Note: Notice that the bad salt will be trodden underfoot as grit, likely on the Jerusalem temple’s slippery steps in winter.  This is a shameful end if you’re salt.  Remember the Nephites disdain for their cloaks saying, “If we shall fall into transgression; yea, (God) may cast us at the feet of our enemies, even as we have cast our garments at thy feet to be trodden under foot, if we shall fall into transgression.” (Alma 46:22)]

Be Ye Therefore Perfect  (Matthew 5:48, 3 Nephi 12:48)
Russel M. Nelson - …Let us consider another highly significant statement made by the Lord. Just prior to his crucifixion, he said that on “the third day I shall be perfected.”  Think of that! The sinless, errorless Lord—already perfect by our mortal standards—proclaimed his own state of perfection yet to be in the future.  His eternal perfection would follow his resurrection and receipt of “all power … in heaven and in earth.” (“Perfection Pending”, Ensign, November 1995, p. 86)

Mammon  (Matthew 6:24, 3 Nephi 13:24)
Amplified Bible - No one can serve two masters; for either he will hate the one and love the other, or he will stand by and be devoted to the one and despise and be against the other. You cannot serve God and mammon (deceitful riches, money, possessions, or whatever is trusted in).

Jeffrey R. Holland - Note also these words from Elder Marvin J. Ashton given in general conference: "In today's marketplace—yes, in your own neighborhood, town, and cities—scheming, deceiving promoters are making available to gullible purchasers all kinds of enticing offers. We are sorry to report thousands within our ranks are being duped by the glib tongues of those who offer and solicit in whispers, 'Once in a lifetime opportunities' and 'Just for you' approaches." [from Ensign, November 1981, p. 90.] We can get our share of the earth's bounties, but not this way.  Speaking to this issue several years ago, Professor Hugh Nibley wrote:

Why should we labor this unpleasant point? Because the Book of Mormon labors it, for our special benefit. Wealth is a jealous master who will not be served half-heartedly and will suffer no rival—not even God. . . . "Ye cannot serve God and Mammon." (Matthew 6:24) 
In return for unquestioning obedience wealth promises security, power, position, and honors, in fact anything in this world. Above all, the Nephites like the Romans saw in it a mark of superiority and would do anything to get hold of it, for to them "money answereth all things." (Ecclesiastes 10:19) . . . "Ye do always remember your riches," cried Samuel [the Lamanite], ". . . unto great swelling, envyings, strifes, malice, persecutions and murders, and all manner of iniquities." (Helaman 13:22) 

Along with this, of course, everyone dresses in the height of fashion, the main point being always that the proper clothes are expensive—the expression "costly apparel" occurs 14 times in the Book of Mormon. The more important wealth is, the less important it is how one gets it. [from Since Cumorah, p. 393-94]
(However Long and Hard the Road, p. 36)
False Prophets  (Matthew 7:15, 3 Nephi 14:15)
And suddenly [in modern Christianity] the recognition comes that Christ did not say there would be no prophets (that would have been a categorical way of enabling Christians to avoid deception). Instead he gave tests for distinguishing the true from the false. (“Are Christians Mormon?” by Truman G. Madsen, BYU Studies, vol. 15 , No. 1 - Autumn 1974, p. 79)
[Teachers’ note: The Lord said we can distinguish prophets by their fruits (Matthew 7:16, 20), not by their roots.  Distinguishing bushes growing in a clump by their roots requires great expertise. Critics of Joseph Smith and Brigham Young usually point at obscure and highly debatable points of history or quotations.  It requires expertise (which we have plenty of in the church) and much time and effort to defend against some of those attacks.  It is much easier to show the fruits of the prophets, with which fewer and fewer enemies are able to contend.]

Presentation Notes
1. Show the “compare” parts of the headings of 3 Nephi 12-14, noting that compare really means ignore.

2. Hand out the sheet and go through the first page up to Catherine Thomas.

3. Divide the students into pairs and do the activity. Get comments at the end.

4. Do the remainder of the sheet.

In the first Catherine Thomas quote, note the similarity between mounts and temples (Moses, Nephi, the brother of Jared).

Note that the Matthew version is not wrong, but was delivered to a different group of people whose hearts were not as open to the Messiah as were those of the Nephites.
 Lesson Activity

1. Note that the chapter headings for 3 Nephi 12-14 end with the word “compare …” into Matthew 5-7”.  Explain that the word “compare” really means “ignore it because it’s exactly the same.” (  Ask the students if they have ever actually done the comparing.

2. In reviewing Dr. Stendahl observations, fill in a table on the board – two columns, one for characteristics of the Matthew version and the second column for the 3rd Nephi version.

3. Have the class actually do the comparison. Use the two-column format of each chapter in this document.  Divide the class into pairs of students.  Give each pair one of the chapter comparison sheets.  If there are more than 3 pairs of students, have extra copies of the sheets.  Every pair in the class will be able to compare one chapter (or part of a chapter) from the Book of Mormon to the New Testament, even if some pairs cover the same material.

4. Ask them to mark differences between the two accounts.

5. When everyone is done have them count the number of different sentences, phrases or lone words inserted or done differently by the Book of Mormon.  Ask the pairs to share their favorites.

6. Explain that a 3rd type of study could be to do the comparison but include the Joseph Smith Translation of Matthew 5-7.  Why doesn’t it match the 3 Nephi version?  Ask: “Doesn’t that prove that Joseph Smith was a fraud?”  (With Dr. Stendahl’s insights, hopefully the students will come up with the possible explanation that the message was delivered to two very different audiences.)   Tell them JST is not always the same and ask for explanations as to why.  Suggest that the two sermons were different possibly because the differences of the two audiences, and ask them to name some of the differences.

Teacher’s Copy of 3 Nephi 12-14’s Differences

The following is from The Sermon at the Temple and the Sermon on the Mount: A Latter-day Saint Approach, by John W. Welch (appendix).  Text that is bolded is unique to 3 Nephi.  Italicized words are examples of Dr. Stendahl’s observations.

3 Nephi 12

1 And it came to pass that when Jesus had spoken these words unto Nephi, and to those who had been called, (now the number of them who had been called, and received power and authority to baptize, was twelve) and behold, he stretched forth his hand unto the multitude, and cried unto them, saying: Blessed are ye if ye shall give heed unto the words of these twelve whom I have chosen from among you to minister unto you, and to be your servants; and unto them I have given power that they may baptize you with water; and after that ye are baptized with water, behold, I will baptize you with fire and with the Holy Ghost; therefore blessed are ye if ye shall believe in me and be baptized, after that ye have seen me and know that I am.
2 And again, more blessed are they who shall believe in your words because that ye shall testify that ye have seen me, and that ye know that I am. Yea, blessed are they who shall believe in your words, and come down into the depths of humility and be baptized, for they shall be visited with fire and with the Holy Ghost, and shall receive a remission of their sins.
3 Yea, blessed are the poor in spirit who come unto me, for theirs is the kingdom of heaven.

4 And again, blessed are all they that mourn, for they shall be comforted.

5 And blessed are the meek, for they shall inherit the earth.

6 And blessed are all they who do hunger and thirst after righteousness, for they shall be filled with the Holy Ghost.
7 And blessed are the merciful, for they shall obtain mercy.

8 And blessed are all the pure in heart, for they shall see God.

9 And blessed are all the peacemakers for they shall be called the children of God.

10 And blessed are all they who are persecuted for my name's sake, for theirs is the kingdom of heaven.

11 And blessed are ye when men shall revile you and persecute, and shall say all manner of evil against you falsely, for my sake;

12 For ye shall have great joy and be exceedingly glad, for great shall be your reward in heaven; for so persecuted they the prophets who were before you.

13 Verily, verily, I say unto you to be the salt of the earth; but if the salt shall lose its savor wherewith shall the earth be salted? The salt shall be thenceforth good for nothing, but to be cast out and to be trodden under foot of men.

14 Verily, verily, I say unto you, I give unto you to be the light of this people. A city that is set on a hill cannot be hid.

15 Behold, do men light a candle and put it under a bushel? Nay but on a candlestick, and it giveth light to all that are in the house;

16 Therefore let your light so shine before this people, that they may see your good works and glorify your Father who is in heaven.

17 Think not that I am come to destroy the law or the prophets. I am not come to destroy but to fulfill;

18 For verily I say unto you, one jot nor one tittle hath not passed away from the law, but in me it hath all been fulfilled.

19 And behold, I have given you the law and the commandments of my Father, that ye shall believe in me, and that ye shall repent of your sins, and come unto me with a broken heart and a contrite spirit. Behold, ye have the commandments before you, and the law is fulfilled.
20 Therefore come unto me and be ye saved; for verily I say unto you, that except ye shall keep my commandments, which I have commanded you at this time, ye shall in no case enter into the kingdom of heaven.

21 Ye have heard that it hath been said by them of old time, and it is also written before you, that thou shalt not kill, and whosoever shall kill shall be in danger of the judgment of God;
22 But I say unto you, that whosoever is angry with his brother shall be in danger of his judgment. And whosoever shall say to his brother, Raca, shall be in danger of the council; and whosoever shall say, Thou fool, shall be in danger of hell fire.

23 Therefore, if ye shall come unto me, or shall desire to come unto me, and rememberest that thy brother hath aught against thee—

24 Go thy way unto thy brother, and first be reconciled to thy brother, and then come unto me with full purpose of heart, and I will receive you.
25 Agree with thine adversary quickly while thou art in the way with him, lest at any time he shall get thee, and thou shalt be cast into prison.

26 Verily, verily, I say unto thee, thou shalt by no means come out thence until thou hast paid the uttermost senine. And while ye are in prison can ye pay even one senine? Verily, verily, I say unto you, Nay.
27 Behold, it is written by them of old time, that thou shalt not commit adultery;

28 But I say unto you, that whosoever looketh on a woman, to lust after her, hath committed adultery already in his heart.

29 Behold, I give unto you a commandment, that ye suffer none of these things to enter into your heart;
30 For it is better that ye should deny yourselves of these things, wherein ye will take up your cross, than that ye should be cast into hell.
31 It hath been written, that whosoever shall put away his wife, let him give her a writing of divorcement.

32 Verily, verily, I say unto you, that whosoever shall put away his wife, saving for the cause of fornication, causeth her to commit adultery; and whoso shall marry her who is divorced committeth adultery.

33 And again it is written, thou shalt not forswear thyself, but shalt perform unto the Lord thine oaths;

34 But verily, verily, I say unto you, swear not at all; neither by heaven, for it is God's throne;

35 Nor by the earth, for it is his footstool;

36 Neither shalt thou swear by thy head, because thou canst not make one hair black or white;

37 But let your communication be Yea, yea; Nay, nay; for whatsoever cometh of more than these is evil.

38 And behold, it is written, an eye for an eye, and a tooth for a tooth;

39 But I say unto you, that ye shall not resist evil, but whosoever shall smite thee on thy right cheek, turn to him the other also;

40 And if any man will sue thee at the law and take away thy coat, let him have they cloak also;

41 And whosoever shall compel thee to go a mile, go with him twain.

42 Give to him that asketh thee, and from him that would borrow of thee turn thou not away.

43 And behold it is written also, that thou shalt love thy neighbor and hate thine enemy;

44 But behold I say unto you, love your enemies, bless them that curse you, do good to them that hate you, and pray for them who despitefully use you and persecute you;

45 That ye may be the children of your Father who is in heaven; for he maketh his sun to rise on the evil and on the good.

46 Therefore those things which were of old time, which were under the law, in me are all fulfilled.
47 Old things are done away, and all things have become new.
48 Therefore I would that ye should be perfect even as I, or your Father who is in heaven is perfect.

3 Nephi 13
1 Verily, verily, I say that I would that ye should do alms unto the poor; but take heed that ye do not your alms before men to be seen of them; otherwise ye have no reward of your Father who is in heaven.

2 Therefore, when ye shall do your alms do not sound a trumpet before you, as will hypocrites do in the synagogues and in the streets, that they may have glory of men. Verily I say unto you, they have their reward.

3 But when thou doest alms let not thy left hand know what thy right hand doeth;

4 That thine alms may be in secret, and thy Father who seeth in secret, himself shall reward thee openly.

5 And when thou prayest thou shalt not do as the hypocrites, for they love to pray, standing in the synagogues and in the corners of the streets, that they may be seen of men. Verily I say unto you, they have their reward.

6 But thou, when thou prayest, enter into thy closet, and when thou hast shut thy door, pray to thy Father who is in secret; and thy Father, who seeth in secret, shall reward thee openly.

7 But when ye pray, use not vain repetitions, as the heathen, for they think that they shall be heard for their much speaking.

8 Be not ye therefore like unto them, for your Father knoweth what things ye have need of before ye ask him.

9 After this manner therefore pray ye: Our Father who art it heaven, hallowed be thy name.

10 Thy will be done on earth as it is in heaven.

11 And forgive us our debts, as we forgive our debtors.

12 And lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil.

13 For thine is the kingdom, and the power, and the glory, forever. Amen.

14 For, if ye forgive men their trespasses your heavenly Father will also forgive you;

15 But if ye forgive not men their trespasses neither will your Father forgive your trespasses.

16 Moreover, when ye fast be not as the hypocrites, of a sad countenance, for they disfigure their faces that they may appear unto men to fast. Verily I say unto you, they have their reward.

17 But thou, when thou fastest, anoint thy head, and wash thy face;

18 That thou appear not unto men to fast, but unto thy Father, who is in secret; and thy Father, who seeth in secret, shall reward thee openly.

19 Lay not up for yourselves treasures upon earth, where moth and rust doth corrupt, and thieves break through and steal;

20 But lay up for yourselves treasures in heaven, where neither moth nor rust doth corrupt, and where thieves do not break through nor steal.

21 For where your treasure is, there will your heart be also.

22 The light of the body is the eye; if, therefore, thine eye be single, thy whole body shall be full of light.

23 But if thine eye be evil, thy whole body shall be full of darkness. If, therefore, the light that is in thee be darkness, how great is that darkness!

24 No man can serve two masters; for either he will hate the one and love the other, or else he will hold to the one and despise the other. Ye cannot serve God and Mammon. 

25 And now it came to pass that when Jesus had spoken these words he looked upon the twelve whom he had chosen, and said unto them: Remember the words which I have spoken. For behold, ye are they whom I have chosen to minister unto this people. Therefore I say unto you, take no thought for your life, what ye shall eat, or what ye shall drink; nor yet for your body, what ye shall put on. Is not the life more than meat, and the body than raiment?

26 Behold the fowls of the air, for they sow not, neither do they reap nor gather into barns; yet your heavenly Father feedeth them. Are ye not much better than they?

27 Which of you by taking thought can add one cubit unto his stature?

28 And why take ye thought for raiment? Consider the lilies of the field how they grow; they toil not, neither do they spin;

29 And yet I say unto you, that even Solomon, in all his glory, was not arrayed like one of these.

30 Wherefore, if God so clothe the grass of the field, which today is, and tomorrow is cast into the oven, even so will he clothe you, if ye are not of little faith.

31 Therefore take no thought, saying, What shall we eat? or, What shall we drink? or, Wherewithal shall we be clothed?

32 For your heavenly Father knoweth that ye have need of all these things.

33 But seek ye first the kingdom of God and his righteousness, and all these things shall be added unto you.

34 Take therefore no thought for the morrow, for the morrow shall take thought for the things of itself. Sufficient is the day unto the evil thereof.

3 Nephi 14
1 And now it came to pass that when Jesus had spoken these words he turned again to the multitude, and did open his mouth unto them again, saying: Verily, verily, I say unto you, Judge not, that ye be not judged.

2 For with what judgment ye judge, ye shall be judged; and with what measure ye mete, it shall be measured to you again.

3 And why beholdest thou the mote that is in thy brother's eye, but considerest not the beam that is in thine own eye?

4 Or how wilt thou say to thy brother: Let me pull the mote out of thine eye—and behold, a beam is in thine own eye?

5 Thou hypocrite, first cast the beam out of thine own eye, and then shalt thou see clearly to cast the mote out of thy brother's eye.

Talmage - To maliciously use an offensive epithet such as "Raca" laid one liable to punishment under the decree of the council, and to call another a fool placed one "in danger of hell fire." These objectionable designations were regarded at that time as especially [contemptuous] and were therefore expressive of hateful intent. The murderer's hand is impelled by the hatred in his heart. The law provided penalty for the deed; the gospel rebuked the evil passion in its incipiency. (Jesus the Christ, p. 219)

[Teacher’s Note:  Calling someone a fool or labeling an action as foolish may or may not be malicious or hateful.  The New Testament uses “fool”, “fools” and “foolish” a couple dozen times, e.g. Luke 12:20, “Thou fool, this night thy soul shall be required of thee.”]
